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Abstract

In 1988 R. A. Monti devised a new model of the atom: the Alpha Extended Model

(www.lowenergytransmutations.org).

According to this model, Low Energy Nuclear Reactions (Transmutations) are possible, as shown by the Alchemic Tradition.

In 1989 Fleischmann and Pons published experimental evidence of Low Energy Nuclear Reactions.
In 1992 R. A. Monti had the possibility to make a series of transmutations.

The procedure of these experiments, and the results, were presented at ICCF3

(Nagoya, Japan, October 1992. See our web site).
Since 1993 our attention was concentrated on the transmutation of the nuclear waste into stable elements.

Experimental results were shown at ICCF-5 (Montecarlo, 1995), ICCF-7(Vancouver, 1997), ICCF-8(Lerici, 2000).

In 2004 the first industrial plant to destroy NORM is ready to work, in Canada.

The next step is the applications of Alchemy to the healing of the human body.

The Alpha Extended Model of the Atom.
The hallmarks of the Alpha  Extended Model of the Atom are the following:

1) Substantial asymmetry of Coulomb Electric and Magnetic Fields of Electrons and Protons.

2) Existence of positions of stable electromagnetic equilibrium of electrons in the vicinity of nuclei (no orbits).

3) The neutron (n) is a particular bound state of the neutral Hydrogen Atom (the sum of a proton and an electron).
4) Elementary Polyneutrons are: Dineutron (2n), Trineutron (3n), Tetraneutron (4n).

5) Atoms are composite structures of Polyneutrons (Atoms are neuter).
6) There is no Coulomb Barrier among Polyneutrons.

7) Physical and Chemical properties of each atom depend on the various, possible, isomeric configurations of its constituent Polyneutrons.

Historical  note (introduction to Alchemy).

Alchemists were well acquainted with almost three Acids: 

Nitric Acid (HNO3), Hydrochloric Acid (HCl) and Acetic Acid (CH3COOH), used to make Metallic Salts (to dissolve the Metals).

Lavoisier pinpointed erroneously Oxygen as the essential Element to characterize an Acid.

According to the Unitary Theory, Acid is any substance which, in its composition, has one or more Hydrogen Atoms which can be substituted by Metals  (1).

The Element which characterizes an Acid is Hydrogen, not Oxygen.

In the Physiocratic France the Principle of the Transmutability of the Elements was an integral part of the Chemical Philosophy.

No one doubted seriously about the possibility of the Transmutation of one Element into another, different, Element.

Unfortunately Lavoisier had the idea to show that this belief  was groundless, notwithstanding the experimental evidence widely  shown by Nature and well pinpointed by Newton  (2), (3).

The Principle of Lavoisier became a prevailing paradigm: the Intrasmutability  of the Elements, first of all the impossibility to transmute Mercury into Gold, became a Scientific Certainty.

On the contrary, consequently to the Periodic Table of the Elements which follows from the Alpha Extended Model of the Atom, any Element is made up of Polyneutrons and can be made by composing properly a certain group of Polyneutrons: Low Energy Transmutations from one Element to another Element are possible.
Experimental Evidence of Low Energy Transmutations.

In 1992 R. A. Monti made a series of transmutations at Texas A & M (Tx), Prosser (Wa), and Las Vegas (Nevada).

Keller and Monti decided then to publish the experimental procedure of these transmutations, which show clearly a seasonal effect, according to the Alchemic Tradition. 

Consequently Keller and Monti presented a paper to ICCF-3 (Nagoya, Japan).
The paper was not published by Ikegami.

Radioactive waste remediation.

NORM remediation.

Origins of Alchemy.
